
 

M aison Petit Fort, Dinan BRITTANY 

 
·  Three bedrooms – Sleeps 6-7 
·  One bathroom and one ensuite with separate WC 

 
You will feel like you have stepped back into the 15th C as you 
approach this delightful half timbered house, located on the Rue Du 
Petit Fort, a picturesque cobbled street which runs between the 
attractive port area, passing under the 13th Century Jerzual gate, to the 
preserved historic and medieval centre of Dinan. 
 
The entry hall to this delightful and characteristic village house is 
traditionally granite and oak floor.  On the ground floor, at the front of 
the house (street-side), is a twin bedded room and at the back (garden-
side), is a double bedroom. Also on this level there is a bathroom, with 
a shower over the bath, a washbasin and w.c.  
 
A back door leads to an attractive courtyard area with outside dining 
table and chairs. 
 
Open tread stairs lead up to the second level of the house, with a large 
sitting room with oak floorboards, large Persian rugs and granite 
fireplace. There is plenty of comfortable seating, to 
relax and enjoy a quiet moment or go over the day’s 
exploration.  
 
At the garden end of this level, is a long refectory table, and walls of 
exposed stone with tapestries and hangings in rich medieval colours. 
The adjoining kitchen is well equipped with oak fitted units, 
dishwasher, washing machine, separate oven and hob and a microwave. 
 
A second smaller oak staircase leads up to the attic level and a large 
open-planned bedroom, with a double bed and an extra 
single/child bed. The character bathroom area has a 
lovely roll-top bath and washstand. There is also another w.c. in the 
corner of the room.  
 
A stable door leads out to the charming sunny garden planted with 
traditional cottage garden flowers furnished with a barbeque and garden 
furniture. 
  
Parking Arrangements: Parking is available a short walk away from the 
house on the port, you can drive up to the house to unload.
